P& SBU:s upplysningstjinst identifierar och redovisar vi sammanstilld forskning
(systematiska Oversikter) eller identifierar vetenskapliga studier som svar pa en
avgransad fraga. Vi bedomer risken for bias (6verskattning eller underskattning av
resultat) i systematiska dversikter och presenterar forfattarnas slutsatser fran
systematiska dversikter med lag eller méttlig risk for bias. I vetenskapliga
primérstudier bedomer vi inte risken for bias och darfor presenteras de bara som
referenser.

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Bakgrund

I Sverige beskrevs symtom péd uppgivenhet bland barn redan pa 1950-talet och
under 2000-talets borjan kade rapporterna om allvarliga uppgivenhetssymtom
hos asylsdkande barn. Ar 2013 publicerade Socialstyrelsen en vigledning om
uppgivenhetssyndrom for personal inom socialtjanst och hilso- och sjukvérd [1]
och ar 2014 infordes uppgivenhetssyndrom som egen diagnos (diagnoskod
F32.3.A) i den svenska versionen av det internationella
diagnosklassificeringssystemet ICD-10" [2].

Uppgivenhetssyndrom kan vara ett allvarligt och livshotande tillstdnd [3,4].
Symtom pa uppgivenhetssyndrom har beskrivits som en langvarig oférmaga att
dta, dricka, tala, ga och ta hand om sig sjdlv [4], men dven som socialt
tillbakadragande och nedsatta funktionsformégor, till exempel nér det géller
kommunikation, motorik, nutrition och aktiviteter i det dagliga livet, inklusive
kroppsliga funktioner [3,5-7].

Det
innebér en risk for felaktiga berdkningar, eftersom en person som far
uppehallstillstdnd och dérefter ett personnummer kan forekomma tvd ginger 1 ett
studiematerial. Det dr dock sdkerstéllt att minst 173 unika asylsékande barn fick
diagnosen uppgivenhetssyndrom under en trearsperiod (2014-2016). Under
samma period har det varit en kraftig 6kning av det totala antalet asylsokande
barn i Sverige som vardats for en psykiatrisk diagnos (frén 962 barn ar 2014 till

Upplysningstjanstens litteratursokning genererade 1 ett forsta skede 1 046
referenser. Ytterligare atta artiklar identifierades vid genomgang av genomlésta
studiers referenslistor, samt tvé artiklar vid den externa granskningen.

Atta beskrivande artiklar har identifierats dir barn med diagnosen
uppgivenhetssyndrom har studerats [3-8,18,27]. Av dessa studier var sex gjorda i
Sverige [3,5-7,18,27]. For att kunna stilla diagnosen uppgivenhetssyndrom har
sex kriterier* foreslagits [26]. Behandlingen har frimst inriktats pa att tillgodose
det enskilda barnets medicinska behov och ge omvérdnad [3,5-7].
